The VRSS system is a free web-based tool developed by the U.S. 
Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) that allows jail and prison 
staff to quickly identify incarcerated individuals with a record of 
military service. 

The VRSS system is used to identify veterans so that Veterans 
Treatment Dockets can be created in those jurisdictions to provide  
treatment and services to justice involved veterans  
 

 

What is VRSS?

• Links eligible veterans involved with the local justice 
systems to the needed mental-health and substance 
use treatment services and other VA services and 
benefits as required 

• Participates as part of veterans dockets team with 
linkage to VA hospital-patient and out-patient 
treatment programs including substance use, PTSD, 
etc. 

• Referals to homeless services and employment 
programs 

• Interacts with the court and pre-trial services 

 
• Identify justice involved individuals 

who have served in the U.S. military  

• Provide jails with accurate 
information  on individuals who are 
veterans 

• Enables VJO to assist veterans pre-
release with connections to the VA 
and other services 

• Facilitate a connection to the 
Veterans Administration Veterans 
Justice Outreach Specialist (VJO) 

• Accelerate veteran enrollment and 
reduce delays accessing VA services 
post release 

•  Enhance collaboration between 
criminal justice agencies, VA, and 
other veteran services 
organizations 

• Provide better veteran identification 
to increase veterans treatment 
dockets implementation and
