To recommend to the Supreme Court the adoption of,
nodi fications to, amendnents to or the repeal of any rule of the
Rul es of the Suprenme Court of Virginia;

To regul ate the | egal profession;

To inmprove the quality of the |l egal services nmade available to
t he people of Virginia;

To investigate, evaluate or endorse judicial candidates on a
nonpartisan, nerit basis;

To uphold and el evate the standards of honor, of integrity and
of courtesy in the |egal profession;

To encourage higher and better education for nmenbership in the
pr of essi on;

To encourage and pronote diversity in the profession and the
judiciary; and

To performall duties inposed by |aw.

Upon consi deration whereof, it is ordered that the Rules for
Integration of the Virginia State Bar, Part Six of the Rules of
Court, be and the same hereby are anmended in accordance with the
prayer of the petition aforesaid, effective i medi ately.
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
