It is ordered that the Rules heretofore adopted and promulgated by this Court and now in 

effect be and they hereby are amended to become effective June 15,2018. 

Amend Rule 5:33 as follows: 

Rule 5:33. Oral Argument. 

* * * 
(f) Demonstrative Exhibits. No demonstrative exhibit shall be used by or on behalf of 

a party during oral argument without the prior consent of the Court. A party or counsel 

intending to use a demonstrative exhibit during oral argument shall notify the clerk of this Court 

by letter, with a copy to all other parties, at least five (5) business days prior to the sc~eduled 

date of the oral argument. The letter must describe the proposed demonstrative exhibit and the 

manner in which it will be used. The Court, in its discretion, may refuse to allow the use of the 

demonstrative exhibit. No demonstrative exhibit shall be brought into the courtroom unless the 

Court has consented to its use during oral argument. 
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
