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Assignments of Error

A. The Norfolk Circuit Court erred by holding that a maritime law enforcement officer’s
defense of qualified immunity under the general maritime law of the United States is solely a
jurisdictional defense that is inapplicable in a Virginia state court maritime tort case filed
pursuant to the saving to suitors clause of 28 U.S.C. § 1333.

B. The Norfolk Circuit Court erred by denying Appellant Richard J. Hryniewich’s Motion for
Summary Judgment because the undisputed facts identified in that Motion show that, under the
general maritime law of the United States, Appellant was entitled to judgment as a matter of law.
