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Assignments of Error

1. The Court of Appeals erred by failing to adhere to the standard of review by failing to
acknowledge and defer to implicit fact findings and credibility determinations, and instead
substituting its own judgment for that of the factfinder in reversing the circuit court’s judgment.

2. The Court of Appeals erred when it concluded that the trial court abused its discretion in
denying the motion to withdraw Holland’s guilty plea as Holland’s motion was not in good faith,
failed to assert a cognizable defense, and withdrawal of the plea prejudiced the Commonwealth.
